Commissioning Strategy
 

There are major changes happening in the NHS following the publication by the Government of a White Paper in July 2010, which set out a new vision for healthcare in England. 

The key principles of the changes are:
• Primary Care Trusts and Strategic Health Authorities to be abolished from 2013 
• GPs (with other clinicians) will have responsibility and budgets for planning and paying for most local health services 
• greater emphasis on outcomes for patients, rather than simply meeting targets 
• putting patients and the public first
• greater degree of independence for healthcare providers and reduced bureaucracy 
• health improvement (public health) will be the responsibility of local authorities.

What this means for you?
Your local NHS has been working on these changes and, as part of this, your GP has joined East Leicestershire and Rutland Clinical Commissioning Group (ELR CCG). This group will be responsible for planning and buying most health services needed within your area by 2013. This will include planned hospital care such as operations, rehabilitation services, urgent and emergency care, most community services and mental health and learning disability services.

ELR CCG has been working in ‘shadow’ form since April 2011 and is now involved in local healthcare decisions. Over the past few weeks it has been developing its work plans and objectives and is committed to working with others to provide the best possible care for its patients.

To do this successfully, ELR CCG needs to identify the priorities for healthcare in East Leicestershire and Rutland and develop a commissioning strategy which will outline its plans for the next two years.

To help to identify what East Leicestershire and Rutland’s healthcare priorities and commitments should be, ELR CCG is asking stakeholders, staff, members of the public, patients and carers for their views on priority areas.
